A genotype in which one dominant and one recessive allele are present, i.e. the alleles are different. E.g. T t





An allele that shows up only when two of them are present. Symbolised by a small letter, e.g.  t. It is hidden by the presence of a dominant allele. 





One form of a gene which controls a certain trait, it could be dominant or recessive.





The second filial generation produced by self pollination of F1 plants.








A unit of inheritance which controls a certain characteristic. It may exist in different forms called alleles.





The first filial generation produced from two pure-breeding parents





This describes which alleles of a gene are present, or the “structure of the alleles”.  E.g. T T or T t or t t





The first parent plants, which are pure breeding





An allele which always shows its effects even when a different allele is present. Symbolised by a capital letter, e.g.  T








A genotype in which the two alleles present are the same, either both dominant (T T) or both recessive (t t).





A genetic cross in which only one set of contrasting traits are studied





A description of the appearance of an individual which is determined by its genes





A reproductive or sex cell which carries only one allele of each gene.
