Directions: Read the following questions carefully. Answer all the questions in complete sentences. For the sake of discussion, you might want to list the page numbers where you found the answers to these questions. 

(1)  How have Huck’s views on education changed?
(2) How does Huck feel about sleeping indoors? Where would he prefer to be?

(3) What does Huck do when he turns over the salt? What does this reveal about his belief system?

(4) What does Huck notice in the snow when he gets out past the front garden? What is peculiar about his sighting?

(5) What do Huck and Judge Thatcher agree upon? What does this agreement reveal about Judge Thatcher’s character? What might this “agreement” satirize?

(6) What might we consider Jim to be in today’s society? Why?

(7) According to Jim, what makes the hairball work? Is this true? Justify your answer.

(8) What are the conditions of Jim and Huck’s agreement to get the hairball to talk? Is there any part of this agreement that is honest?

(9) Consider the information that Jim gives Huck. How might Jim have known it?

(10) How does Huck’s “pap” treat him? How do you know?

(11) How are Huck and his father’s lifestyles (the way they live) very different?

(12) How does Huck’s father feel about Huck “bettering” himself? Cite an example of his feelings.

(13) Why does it seem that Huck’s father has returned?

(14) Is Huck lying when he says he has no money?

(15) Why does the father want Huck’s money?

(16) What do Judge Thatcher and the widow try to do for Huck? Does it work?
(17) How does the new judge try to help “pap?” How does “pap” thank the judge?

(18) What is Huck going through to go to school each day? Why is he enduring it?

(19) How does Huck’s father respond to being rebuked for his bad behavior at the widow’s?

(20) Does Huck like the woods? What is his true reason for wanting to leave?

(21) What crime has Huck’s father committed? Does he feel justified? Why or why not?

(22) According to Huck, what does his father do when he gets drunk?

(23) How does pap feel about freed slaves and blacks in general? What is his reasoning? Why might Twain have a character like pap speak these lines?

(24) What is the irony of pap calling the freed mulatto a “prowling, thieving, infernal” character?

(25) How does the excerpt about pap and snakes further berate pap’s character?

(26) What does pap plan to do to Huck in his drunkenness? How does Huck plan to defend himself?
