Introduction
“Until purpose is discovered existence has no meaning, for purpose is the source of fulfillment.” –Myles Munroe
· The Scripture: Acts 9:13-16 [15 emphasized]
· Paul was a person with a purpose, according to the plan GOD already had for his life. He was simply on the wrong path.
· Person: Paul was a Roman citizen, killing professors of Christ… a tyrant you might say.
· Purpose: Do you think Paul was aware of his purpose as a witness for GOD while he persecuted Christians—the servants of the living GOD? GOD chose Paul to be a great man despite his past as Saul.
· Plan: Nobody knows the passion of your heart but the Lord! Everything you think you’re going to be doing with your gifts may not be things you will do. One of the students in attendance put it this way: “The gift is perfected in you, but sometimes the use of it is misdirected. And when you do the right things for the wrong reasons, you will never prosper.” Saul was a gifted man, one capable of tearing down and building up again whole cities, but he was using his gift in a way that would not be allowed to continue: Christian persecution!
· Path: Realize that you are so much more than what the common, flat-planed perception of Christian life says you are. Your relationship to GOD leaps and bounds over the simplistic GOD-JESUS-Me scenario. Read about the relationship Paul and Christ shared in Acts. 
· Other good lesson points…
· All of who GOD is wont be found in the Bible. It’s found in prayer life, worship, time you spend with Him!
· GOD is operating in the spirit-realm… not the physical/natural.
· Whatever reality you live, it’s between you and Him (GOD).
· “I respect the anointing GOD has placed in my life as a leader in that church…” –The Teacher, about the home church (building)
· Apostle- a person about change… tearing apart and putting back together… correcting and rearranging… like Paul.
