· I John 1:9( “If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.”
· Admit you are wrong and GOD will forgive you and purify you.

· Forgive yourself!
· Romans 8:1( “There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.
· What’s really going on? Definitions of common misunderstandings.

· Saved: (carnal) material or temporal deliverance; to keep safe; to rescue

· Saved: (spiritual) eternal deliverance through faith in Christ’s sacrifice; present power of GOD to deliver a person from a present situation

· Saved: (spiritual) future deliverance of believers at Christ’s second coming

· Salvation: (spiritual) GOD’s plan or process by which we can enter into a relationship with him daily; the eternal place of the GOD to man relationship.

· Holy: to set apart; to consecrate; to devote; to share in GOD’s purity or character; to purify; dedicated by sacrifice.
· Purpose: to place; to put up; to purpose; to put up before the eyes of a person; to design beforehand; predetermined.

· Purpose: (spiritual) what GOD designed me to do before the foundation of the world.

· Grace: a favor done without the expectation of a return; the forgiveness of sins.

· Favor: (spiritual) absolute freeness of loving-kindness of GOD to men, finding its only motive in the bounty and free-heartedness of the Giver.

· Mercy: (spiritual) unearned, unmerited favor; applied to the person requiring it.

· Purpose

· [GOD] “Who hath saved us, and called us with an holy calling, not according to our works, but according to his own purpose and grace, which was given us in Christ Jesus before the world began…”– II Timothy 1:9.
· Our purpose is in GOD’s purpose for us. Read as Paul edifies Timothy in II Timothy 1:1-12. 

· Purpose proceeds production. Your purpose is in GOD. Pursue your purpose, get in GOD( produce.  

· Hmmm…

· With GOD’s grace, why do Christians suffer so hard?

· Don’t try to be right. Be right. Live right. Trust GOD.

· Forgive yourself!
