Dear Parent/Guardian,


It is with great joy and excitement that we invite your child to participate in the X-CEL™ AFTER SCHOOL PROGRAM throughout the 2000-2001 school year. The X-cel™ staff is determined to continue to make a difference in the lives of the children in our community. The program is complete with homework help, tutoring sessions, fine arts, arts and crafts, group and educational games, special guests, and more. 


In order for your child to get the most out of the X-cel™ After School Program, please take note of the following requirements and guidelines:

1.
HOURS:   X-cel™ will operate from 3 p.m. to 6 p.m., Monday through Friday.

2.
AGES: The After School Program is open to children ages 8 to 15.  To be eligible to participate, every child must have turned 8 years old before September 1, 2000, and must turn 16 years old after June 30, 2000.


3. NUMBER OF CHILDREN: Due to Department of Health regulations, the number of children allowed to participate in the After School Program will be limited to 50.  The available slots will be filled on a first come, first serve basis.

However, additional children will be placed on a WAITING LIST.  If any of the 50 registered children drops out or is removed from the program, their spot on the roster will be filled by the first person on the waiting list.  ANY CHILD WHO FAILS TO ATTEND THE PROGRAM BEFORE OCTOBER 10 WILL BE AUTOMATICALLY REMOVED FROM THE ROSTER and replaced by the next child on the waiting list. 

4. MEDICAL FORMS: The Department of Health requires that we have on file a completed medical form for every child who participates in the After School Program.  PLEASE HAVE A PHYSICIAN COMPLETE THE ATTACHED MEDICAL FORM AND RETURN IT TO THE DIRECTOR BY OCTOBER 1, 1999, unless your child completed a medical form for the Summer Day Camp.  FAILURE TO RETURN A COMPLETED MEDICAL FORM MAY BE GROUNDS FOR AUTOMATIC REMOVAL FROM THE PROGRAM. 

5. OTHER REGISTRATION FORMS: In addition to the Medical Form, every child must have a REGISTRATION FORM and PARENTAL RELEASE FORM completed and signed by a parent or legal guardian.
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6. SNACKS:  Each child must bring an after school snack every day.  ONE WILL NOT BE PROVIDED.

7. ATTENDANCE will be greatly emphasized!  A child who misses more that ten consecutive days without a valid reason such as illness or family vacation may be removed from the program. 

8. HOMEWORK HELP is an essential part of the After School Program schedule.  Please insure that your child brings all homework assignments, relevant schoolbooks and supplies each day in order to complete assignments.
