Student Post-Secondary Portfolio

Are you ready to begin applying for post-secondary schools and scholarships this fall?  It is extremely important that all students be prepared to begin the post-secondary/scholarship application process as you begin your senior year this fall.  Procrastination is very detrimental to this process.  Students who do not have necessary documentation ready this fall may miss important deadlines.  This may result in: a) students failing to get into their first choices of college, b) students losing out on scholarship/financial aid opportunities, c) inability to get into honors programs, and d) a lot of stress as you work on putting information together at the last minute for your applications:

Purpose of Portfolio:  Your portfolio will allow you to begin your senior year knowing you are ready to begin the post-secondary application process. You will have all items necessary to complete your applications in a professional package without scrambling at the last minute to get things together.

Your portfolio should contain…

· Cover Page (see sample)

· Unofficial Transcript

· Copies of tests scores

· Extra-Curricular Activities

· Personal Profile (background information to assist those you ask write effective letters of recommendations)…may be in list or essay form

· Practice Essay written by you

· Resume

· Three letters of recommendation

< two from teachers or other school personnel

< one from community leader or employer

· Work-based Learning Record

· Volunteer Service Verification

· Copies of Certificates for special awards/honor

Other documentation you may want to keep in your Tool-Kit folder

 < copy of  birth certificate

 < copy of immunization records

 < documentation of your previous year’s income

 < copy of parent’s tax return (previous year) – this information is often
