· In order to tryout for a captain or co-captain position you have had to have been on the GFHS dance team the previous year

· Decisions will be based on team vote, teacher evaluations, essays, routine, and coaches’ opinions.  Coaches’ opinions will be based on all of the above plus attitude and dedication from previous years.

· In order to help give a better knowledge of each applicant, the following essays will need to be completed for the coach to read.  The first two will be read to the entire team to help their vote.  Answer them fully, in complete sentences, and on an attached paper.  Take time to carefully formulate your answers because you may at sometime in the future be asked to live up to them.
1)  Convince me, anyway that you can (i.e., by examples, promises, leadership qualities, etc.) that you deserve to be a captain/co-captain.  How would you improve the team and set standards for it to strive to be the best that it possibly can be for this year and the future.  Include what your contributions will be as a person and a captain/co-captain.
2)  How important do you think motivating the team and getting them excited not only about performances, but also about practices is?  How would you go about doing this?

3)  How important do you think a captain/co-captain’s attitude is toward the following:

a. boy-girl conduct in school or in uniform

b. lady-like conduct in speech, habits, etc.

c. understanding and abiding the school rules

d. maintaining high academic standards

e. developing team unity

f. enforcing and adhering to team rules and policies

4)  It’s time for practice to start, the coach is late.  How would you get the team to begin practice?

5)  If you make captain or co-captain, will your parents understand and will YOU be willing and able to…
