INDIANETTE TRYOUT INFORMATION AND GUIDELINES
Dear Parents/Guardians,

Your daughter has expressed a desire to tryout for the Gar-Field Indianettes Dance Team for the 2005 – 2006 season.  As an Indianette, she will gain confidence and pride associated with being a member of a high quality organization.  Before going through the tryout experience, I am asking each of you to consider the commitment that your daughter is about to make to the Indianettes.

If your daughter is selected, she must abide by strict rules and regulation.  The rules and regulations presented in the Indianette Constitution were developed to uphold fairness and consistency in all aspects of the dance team.  All team members must closely adhere to these rules and regulations.  This Constitution is devised for the protection of the entire organization; therefore, each girl and parent is asked to read and discuss it fully and to later keep it in a safe place for future reference.  This will be the document upon which decisions are made, so please become familiar with the expectations of each member.  To assure that you and your daughter will fully understand the requirements by which an Indianette must abide, I am asking that you read over the entire Constitution before tryouts.

Indianettes is a VARSITY level sport; therefore, first year members may not always perform.  It takes approximately one year before the experience and talent come out of a first year member.  Discuss the possibility of non-performance with your daughter and the emotional letdown that follows.  Will she be able to handle not performing?

Finally, be prepared for the cost.  Many of the uniforms are rented, but other costs are involved.  Camp fees, tennis shoes, camp clothes, and carry bags are just a few.  If a trip occurs, keep that cost in mind as well.  We have a parent organization, which serves the purpose of helping those with financial difficulties.
