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2004 9th Annual Golf Fiasco

 The Fiasco Board Members have recently convened, and are pleased to announce the official dates of the Ninth Annual Golf Fiasco (9/18/04).  Once again, we have been graciously invited back by our friends at Olde Scotland Links.  We also urge you to visit our web-site (www.geocities.com/gfoweb) to not only register for this year’s event, but review pictures and scores from past years. 

For those of you returning from last year, you’ll recall the many fiasco-esque moments that unfolded.  In addition to the typical level of golf one would expect at the Fiasco, we had anticipated that the unprecedented potential purse of 4 million dollars (thanks again to the Mass Lottery) would have increased the pressure and scores.  However, once again, Brian McNeil and Paul Gobbi battled it out for low gross (81/82 respectively).  While Brian was able to pull off the low gross, his triple bogey on the par four 10th prevented him from besting the all time Fiasco low gross of 79 he posted in 2002.

While Paul, who is quickly becoming the Greg Norman of the Fiasco, may have been edged out for low gross, he along with the other Gobbi brothers celebrated a Fiasco first family trifecta back at the clubhouse.  The Gobbi clan was responsible for gobbling up the bulk of the Fiasco prize purse by winning the Long Drive (Sponge), Closest to the pin on the 3rd (Ryan), and Closest to the pin on the 16th (Paul).  Good job guys!

The 2003 tourney would also crown a new Fiasco champion as no prior winners could attend this years tourney.  While he was a first time Fiasco champion, Lou “Silver Bullet” Tiffany’s efforts can not be overlooked.  As Lou posted a solid 38 over par and went into the clubhouse with a 110, his net score plummeted to a 65 given the carnage he inflicted on the random handicap holes.  While a bogey was posted on the par three 8th, Lou went on to victory over Brian (66) and Ryan (67) as he posed four over par on each of the other handicap holes (11 & 12)!   Congrats Lou!

As always, one of the most anticipated events of each Fiasco is the announcement of the High Gross champ.  While Pete Scott’s all time Fiasco high of 143 in 1999 was not surpassed, Steve Arkelian (Milli) gave him a run for his money as he posted a 136!  That par on the 13th may have been the difference maker…..

We are confident that the 9th Annual Fiasco will live up to its fine reputation as one of the premier golf tournaments of the season.  As mentioned, this year’s outing will once again be held at the prestigious Olde Scotland Links Golf Club in Bridgewater Ma.

Route 93 South to Route 3 South to Route 24 South to exit 15. Follow Route 104 East for half a mile and take a right on Old Pleasant Street. Course is two miles on the right.




And here’s what the editors from Boston.Com think - 
It's not quite St. Andrews or Turnberry, but this is Boston, not Britain.

Although still in its infancy (it opened in August 1997), architect Brian Silva has designed a true links course that is completely flat, with myriad of swales and mounds that will have you hitting above and below your feet all day.

In the links tradition, there's nary a tree to be found lining the bent-grass fairways, yet due to the wetlands you may still lose a ball or two (golfers are strictly prohibited from entering a back yard that abuts the course or an environmentally sensitive area to retrieve a ball even if it's in plain view).

Simply put, despite the straightforward look of the course, a surprise or two awaits most golfers. Those unfamiliar with links courses take note: The fescue may be young but is already quite strong — enough to grab your club head like a bear trap if you stray from the fairways. And the flat, open design of the tract brings the wind very much into play and makes club selection a

thought-provoking process. You'll want to keep your shots low and your 7-iron handy; the perfect fairways and long, hard greens are made for the bump and run.

The conveniences are many. Both the fairways and greens are in exceptional shape. Forget red, white and blue. Olde Scotland Links offers five tees in each box. The yard markers are both accurate and plentiful and the pin placements both interesting and challenging.

Signature hole

The 555-yard par-5 12th hole. After finishing 11, golfers must pass the clubhouse on the way to crossing the road to the 12th tee. Grab a hot dog and a cold drink because you'll need the strength for this hole. Long hitters should have a shot at clearing a sizable wetlands area with their second shot, but if the hole is playing upwind, you'll have to lay up and deal with a long approach to a large green fronted by a bunker.
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
