Dear GHS Math Team Parents,

Welcome to the 2003-2004 GHS Math Team Season!  We have a great deal planned for this year.  Let me thank you, in advance, for your wonderful support of our Math Team through our Booster Club, and for encouraging your child in mathematics.  May the friendships we develop this year be lifelong!

1st Meeting

Our first meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, August 19, 2003 in the A/V Room at GHS immediately following the Open House schedule.  During this meeting, I will introduce to you our dedicated Sponsors and Board Members.  We will also discuss the annual dues (see below), and the various events that our Booster Club supports during the year.  Please plan to attend!

Dues

The Board and Sponsors have approved dues of $200 per student, and $100 for each additional student from the same family, for the 2003-2004 year.  Dues for students of Parent Volunteers (see below) are $150 per student, and $75 for each additional student from the same family.  Dues are payable at 50% per semester.  First semester dues must be paid to our Treasurer, Martha Brooks, by September 12, 2003.  Second semester dues must be paid by January 9, 2004.  Students may not be allowed to participate in Math Team activities if their dues have not been paid by these deadlines.

Parent Volunteers

The GHS Math Team has a long and admirable history of support from its Booster Club.  Parents and siblings of Math Team students have shown tremendous dedication in volunteering for the numerous committees over the years.  In some cases, parents of graduated students have been extraordinarily kind in returning to volunteer at events, despite not having a child on our Math Team.  Former Math Team students, now graduated, can frequently be found at our tournaments.  We feel that any parent kind enough to formally volunteer should receive a discount on their dues.  A Parent Volunteer is defined as any one adult who Sponsors a Math Team Student and serves on one of the following formal committees:

a. GHS Math Tournament Committees (Chair, Proctors, Library Reception, Student Reception)

b. GHS Math Team Awards Banquet (Chair, Decorations, Food, Gifts)

c. 2004 Mu Alpha Theta Convention (Sponsor Hospitality Room, Excursions, Jeopardy, Speakers, Donations, Hotel Hall Duty)

d. GHS Math Team Booster Club Board (Secretary, Treasurer, Vice President, President).

All Math Team Students are guaranteed to have at least one slot available to a Parent Volunteer in their name.  However, some of the committee slots are already filled, so no Parent Volunteer is necessarily guaranteed his or her first choices.  This year, in particular, there is a very high demand for help on the Mu Alpha Theta Convention committees.  Also, because the GHS Math Tournament is being held in the Fall (to accommodate the Convention, it will be held November 15, 2003), there will be a rush to support it.
