
PRAYER COVER


We are going to be going inside a prison!  From the moment we begin to plan for the event, Satan is up in arms against us.  He begins to make plans to foil our weekend and ruin what God has planned.  This is why it is so important to have the entire weekend bathed in Prayer.  This isn’t something that is taken lightly.  Once you’ve worked your first walk you will be able to testify to the presence of the Lord in that place.  The prayer coverage for the weekend will make or break the event.  The devil will be roaming around us, looking to see whom he can devour.  He does not like what we are going to allow God to accomplish through us and is searching for an opening.  If there are around 50 people on the team and each person gets their prayer vigil filled out then that means there are no less than 50 people praying each hour, constantly from the moment we set foot inside the Unit till the weekend is over.  Every minute of the Day and Night, we are covered in Prayer.  This gives us the peace we need to do Prison Ministry.

The other major reason for a prayer vigil is for visual effect like Agape.  You will need to go to the website and print off the Prayer Chain, each page on different colored paper: 

Then, you need to transfer your prayer vigil onto these sheets.  Cut them into strips and then staple them in loops interlocking together with the names facing out.  (*Note: Children and Youth under 18 can pray on your vigil but you need to just put their first name on the prayer chain)  This Prayer Chain will be connected with the other members.  Everyone! Bring your prayer chain to the last team meeting! (Unless otherwise instructed.)   These Chains are displayed in the conference room for the ‘Stars.”  They can’t believe how many people care and are praying for the weekend.  It is amazing and a very powerful statement.


What we would like for you to do is take the attached Vigil to your community to get folks involved.  You can take a copy to your Emmaus Reunion group and anywhere else you can find Prayer warriors.  Ask them to support our ministry by praying for us while we are in the unit.  One thing that makes this easier if you will make some prayer reminders that you can give them.  This could be as simple as a little slip of post-it paper, a little pin, a yarn bracelet or even just a reminder letter.  You can send these out in the mail or hand them out as they sign up. Remember that prayers are not bound by time and so they can begin to pray for their slot right now and continue to pray for it till the weekend is finished.


God is faithful and just and He will pave the way, bind the devil and protect HIS servants as we go to those who need to hear the Gospel of Christ, inside the walls and fences and bars of Giddings State School.
