1.  WEB DuBois: William Edward Burghardt DuBois, to his admirers, was by spirited devotion and scholarly dedication, an attacker of injustice and a defender of freedom.

2. Langston Huges: Primarily a poet, although he did not create only Poetry. Hughes had an amazing output of differing works published. In 1930, Hughes wrote his first novel Not Without Laughter.
3. Jean Toomer: Was born in 1894 in Washington, D.C, the son of a Georgian farmer. Though he passed for white during certain periods of his life, he was raised in a predominantly black community and attended black high schools.
4. Alain Locke: The Society was expressly organized to create an official forum for discourse, not only in issues that concern academics in African-American philosophy but also to promote the work of philosopher and educator Alain Leroy Locke (1885-1954)
5. Marathons: Long distance Races ( running) .
6. Dance Marathons: dancing for long periods of time, only 15 min. breaks per hour.
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9. The Cotton Club: A club full of Jazz music for black people.
10. Bessie Smith songs: (April 15, 1894 - September 26, 1937) was an early American blues singer born in Chattanooga, Tennessee. Initially a dancer, she was encouraged to sing by Ma Rainey, in whose travelling show she worked. Smith began singing on stage in 1913 in Atlanta and by 1920 she was a star, regularly touring the South playing for black audiences, her main constituency. 

11. Fanny Brice: Born on the Lower East Side of New York in 1891, the third of four  children of immigrant saloon-owners, Fania Borach decided early in life to become a performer.

12. Grand Ole Opry: The Grand Ole Opry is the longest-running live radio program in the world. Almost a million people visit the Opry every year to see their favorite stars. Musicians like Hank Williams, Roy Acuff, Randy Travis, Dolly Parton and Garth Brooks have performed on the stage at the Opry, as have hundreds of others. 
13. Ziegfeld: Florenz Ziegfeld, Jr. was born in Chicago on March 15, 1867. His German immigrant father ran the successful College of Music, and raised his family in an atmosphere of relative comfort. Young Flo had two brothers, one sister, and a strict but loving mother who kept her brood in line. Even as a boy, Flo showed a penchant for creative publicity. He went a bit too far when he sold kids tickets to see a school of "invisible fish" that turned out to be nothing more than a glass bowl filled with water.
