Aug 03 2001: Teenagers account for 12 percent of the European online population and they are spending more and more time online. 
In June those aged between 12 to 17 spent an average of nearly eight hours online. Since January 2001, this is an increase of two hours in the UK and France and three hours in Germany. 

Jupiter MMXI recommends that companies trying to target teenagers should use the Internet not only to send their message to teens but also to receive feedback from them. A recent Jupiter MMXI survey in the US found that 38 percent of teenagers shared information that they found on the Web several times a week. 
Chat and e-mail services such as MSN Messenger, Caramail.com, GMX.de are amongst the most popular sites for teens in Europe. Community sites that offer homepages and chat facilities are also popular. Other categories 


that fare well with European teens include retail, entertainment, news and information and search sites. 
Despite the fact that they don’t have credit cards, teens spend on average 7.5 minutes per day on retail sites. Jupiter MMXI predicts as experienced users these teens will become online shoppers when they acquire credit cards and increase their spending power.
