AP CALCULUS EXTRA CREDIT OPPORTUNITIES  – Mr. Kelly

You may have three points added on to your test total at the end of each quarter for doing either of the following (but not both.)

· MATH TEAM – Take weekly math team tests on time. Participate in competitions if you make the team.  See Mrs. Kelly if interested.

· TUTORING – Tutor someone in math on a regular basis (once a week or equivalent.)  The person you tutor may not be a relative, and you may not receive pay for tutoring.  You may tutor any level of math.

In addition, you may have up to three points added onto each individual test score if during the preceding weeks you have kept a Reworked Problem Notebook:

REWORKED PROBLEM NOTEBOOK     (RPN)

In order to really understand mathematics, you need to practice; and you need the most practice on the problems you are having difficulty with.  This year I will be giving extra credit to recognize those students who make an extra effort to rework problems. Problems that need reworked:

Problems for which you: had to look at the solution for help.


had to ask for help.


worked the problem incorrectly.

The RPN may be a separate spiral notebook or three ring binder, or it may be included as a clearly labeled section of your regular notebook.  It will be checked on test day.  No credit will be given for Reworked Problem Notebooks turned in after the test, even in the case of  an excused absence.  To receive full credit you must have the following:

· reworked problems – clearly labeled


neatly organized


worked thoroughly and correctly

· at least 3 pages (that is, 3 full sides of a sheet of notebook paper.)

· commentary – example:
What you have learned


What you should watch for


What you need to study

Note: Commentary is not necessary on every problem, but must be included occasionally to receive full credit.
