2.   MODULE PURPOSE 

 
The purpose of this module is to develop the skills to evaluate critically a
range of literary texts.

On completion of this module students will be able to:
        - analyse selected literary texts and their historical and sociocultural
          context and literary features
        - evaluate a range of research material in relation to the texts being
  studied
        - lead a text-centred discussion
        - evaluate critically selected literary texts.

4.   RELATIONSHIP TO COMPETENCY STANDARDS: 

 
There are as yet no nationally developed competency standards in this area.

This module will assist in developing the following key competencies in a
literature context:

        - collecting, analysing and organising information electronically and in
          writing in respect to literary texts, critical perspectives as well as
          historical and social background
        - communicating ideas and information in oral and written presentations
          in text-centred discussions and essays
        - working with others and as a member of a team in preparation of
          presentations regarding textual meanings to identify concepts in
          literary texts and ideas related to cultural values and themes
        - planning and organising presentations
        - solving problems which arise during research as an independent learner
          and in group discussion
        - using technology to access information for bibliographies, essays and
          critical material
        - using cultural understanding in the context of textual analyses and
          evaluations, as well as in interactions with other students.


5.   CONTENT: 

 
Literature to be studied includes
        - full-length play
        - novel or collection of prose fiction (not in translation)
        - poetry (not in translation)
        - a pre-twentieth century text (which is one of the above)


Prescribed Texts

The prescribed texts will be selected centrally from requests solicited from
teachers.  Guidelines for selection will be established centrally.


Definitions as used in this module

        - "Textual form" refers to the literary forms of prose fiction, poetry
           and drama.
        - "Genre" and "sub-genre" are used to refer to narrower categories of
          literature texts identifiable by the use of a number of conventions.
        - "Theme" refers to a complex set of ideas, values, concepts that
          provide a cohesive organisation of a text.
        - "Critical item" refers to an interpretative or evaluative text
          produced by a critic usually in essay form.  This excludes study
          commentaries and reading guides.  Students will develop the reading
          skill to analyse the ideas presented by critics and the skill to
          respond critically themselves, in a basic manner, to the critical
          item.
        - "Perspective of the critic" is used to refer to the viewpoint of the
          critic and may include consideration of the place/time where/when the
          critical item was produced, sociocultural attitudes, school of
          thought, etc.


6.   ASSESSMENT STRATEGY 

 
6a.  Assessment Method


Formative Assessment
This is an integral and vital part of teaching strategy which provides feedback
to learners.  It is an ongoing process to monitor learner progress.  Formative
assessment may take a variety of forms BUT DOES NOT CONTRIBUTE TO THE STUDENT'S
FINAL MARK.  In this module students will receive formative assessment through
their process folder, feedback on the development of their skills in textual
analysis, and evaluation as well as comprehension of the critical responses of
others.

Process Folder
In this module the purpose of the process folder is to provide formative
assessment and authentication.  The process folder will accumulate across the
module and allow the teacher to provide formative feedback. The process folder
should include all plans, outlines, drafts and revisions of the student's
written work and provide a record of the main stages in the development of all
tasks submitted for assessment.  Sufficient work should be done by the student
in class to provide clear evidence that the work submitted for assessment is the
student's own work.


Summative Assessment
This is a measure of the learner's achievement against module purpose and the
module learning outcomes.  MARKS FOR SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENT DETERMINE THE
LEARNER'S RESULTS AND ARE THE BASIS FOR REPORTING LEARNER ACHIEVEMENT.

As far as possible, assessment events will be integrated across modules.

Students will be provided with a variety of opportunities to show evidence of
achievement of the Module Purpose according to the criteria in the Learning
Outcomes.

The module is designated as an "Australian English Language Rich" module.
Language Rich modules should demonstrate a broad range of language skills in the
learning process and should primarily develop the key competency  "communicating
ideas and information".


Assessment of student work - verification process
Statewide consistency will be monitored through a system of Institute and
Educational Services Division assessment verification panels.

1. Students studying for the Tertiary Preparation Certificate must complete
Standard Assessment Events (SAEs).  SAEs will be centrally set and are the
same for all students studying this module.

2. SAEs are assessed by the teacher according to guidelines and criteria
established centrally. To ensure statewide consistency in assessment
standards, the SAEs are sent to verification panel made up of a Chairperson
and other teachers of that module. The panel establishes the statewide
standard in the events and then samples SAEs from all colleges to endorse and
validate the marks awarded.

TPC teachers are the members of verification panels.  Formal feedback from
verification panels is to be given to teachers.  Priority is to be given to
the reliability of student assessment and to the professional development of
teachers.

3. In Group B modules, the total mark for a module is called a verified mark.
The verified mark is scaled to form the Scaled Mark for the module. It is the
Scaled Mark which is used to arrive at the Tertiary Entrance Score.  The
Tertiary Entrance Score is calculated by using the Scaled Mark for Language
and Learning Skills B and the Scaled Mark for the best 2 other Group B
modules.

4. The Tertiary Entrance Score is calculated/based on three Group B modules as
described in Point 3 above.  However, the Tertiary Preparation Certificate
can only be awarded when a student has completed and passed 10 units in the
course.

5. The Standard Assessment Events in this module are
        - Standard Assessment Event 1:  in-class essay  and annotated
          bibliography
        - Standard Assessment Event 2:  researched essay

   The text-centred discussion must be successfully completed to achieve Module
   Purpose but will not count towards the Tertiary Entrance Score.

6. The teacher must ensure that the student has achieved the module purpose
before verification of student's work can take place.

7. Timing of SAEs may be negotiated at the college level.  Weeks listed for
submission in the Assessment Event Table (Part B, Section 7 of module
syllabus) are the latest possible date.

8. The final awarded mark is entered on SCIS by college officers, prior to
scaling.

9.  Scaling:
All Group B general education modules are scaled. Scaling is carried out by
Access ESD in consultation with the Information Technology Bureau (ITB).

The scaling process recognises the standard in student outcomes across the range
of TPC general education modules. It ensures the parity of results across
modules for all students.

AUTHENTICITY OF ASSESSMENTS
Students will need to submit an authentication document signed by the student
and the class teacher attached to the SAE to establish that the work submitted
is the students.


POLICY ON LATE SUBMISSION OF ASSIGNMENTS OR PROJECTS
Where the student has a medical certificate or other valid evidence to support
late submission or misadventure, the teacher should discuss the issue with their
head of section or co-ordinator. A decision needs to be conveyed to the student
as to the appropriate submission of the assessment or award of an estimated mark
based on previous work.

AccessESD needs to be informed of sickness or misadventure for Group B SAEs.


6b.     Conditions of Assessment

Students must study at least one of each of the following:
        - full-length play
        - novel or collection of prose fiction (not in translation)
        - a selection of poetry (not in translation)

Only plays may be studied in translation.

The number of poems which are studied depends on the difficulty and length of
the poem(s).  Generally five or six poems would be considered adequate.

Students must respond to one each of the three textual forms (prose fiction,
poetry, drama) in the summative assessment.  The text selected for Standard
Assessment Event 1 must not be the same as those selected for Standard
Assessment Event 2.  Any of the texts studied, including those selected for
Standard Assessment Event 1 or 2, may be the basis of the text-centred
discussion.

The students must study a pre-twentieth century text.  It must be assessed by a
critical evaluation of the text using either written or oral presentation
skills.  This pre-twentieth century text must therefore be the focus of the
in-class essay of Standard Assessment Event 1, the text-led discussion or the
researched essay.

Students should select texts and theme in consultation with the teacher.  The
choice of text for the annotated bibliography should take into account the range
and availability of research material and critical responses.

It is possible for a class of students to study more than three texts, although
each student must study one of each of the textual forms to achieve the module
purpose.

The text-centred discussion led by the student for Learning Outcome 3 should be
approximately 20 minutes in length and must include a written point-form summary
for class participants.  Students must present some exposition and
interpretation of the text as well as facilitate an exploration of the text by
the group of students. Students may use relevant support materials and aids (eg.
OHT, video clips).

Where students are studying in isolation, the discussion led by the student may
be presented by alternative methods such as Internet chat sessions.


Standard Assessment Event 1

Both Part 1 (bibliography) and Part 2 (in-class essay) should be on the same
text.

Part 1: an annotated bibliography of a minimum of EIGHT items.

Of these TWO must be critical items, that is evaluative/interpretive items (not
commentaries or study guides).  The annotations for each of the critical items
must be between 250-450 words.

The other six items should include a broad range of material relevant to the
study of the text:
        - video recordings of performances
        - reviews
        - encyclopaedic references
        - historical background
        - biographies
        - commentaries on the text
        - tape recordings of lectures and academic discussions
        - documentaries
        - critical essays
The annotations on these six items must be between 50-75 words.

Part 2: an essay to be done in 100 minutes in class under teacher supervision.
Students may refer to the selected literary text, the prepared annotated
bibliography and a student prepared outline of no more than 100 words.

The student should offer his/her own close analysis of the text; however the
student's understanding may be assisted by the items in his/her bibliography.


Standard Assessment Event 2

The major researched essay on two texts should be from 1800-2000 words in
length. The essay must explore how a similar connecting idea or theme operates
within each text. The two texts must be of different textual forms (eg. not two
plays).  Substantial reference must be made to both texts.

Direct quotes will not be included in the word count.  Relevant and appropriate
use of direct quotations is a skill which will be assessed in SAE 2.

Standard Assessment Event 1: The first Standard Assessment Event includes Part 1
and Part 2 and should be on the same text.

Part 1
You will prepare an annotated bibliography of research material in relation to a
text being studied.  The bibliography must include a minimum of eight items, two
of which must be critical items, that is evaluative/interpretive items (not
commentaries or study guides).  These two critical items should be analysed in
terms of insights gained from the item, and from the perspective of the critic.
You should write 250-450 words on each of the critical items and 50-75 words for
each of the other six items.

Part 2
You will write an essay in class under teacher supervision in 100 minutes.  In
your essay you will analyse how themes, language and structure create meaning in
the text.  Your understanding of the text may be supported by the items in your
bibliography.   When writing your essay you may have access and refer to the
selected literary text, the prepared annotated bibliography and an outline of no
more than 100 words.


Event 2: 

Standard Assessment Event 2
You will produce a well-structured formal essay which evaluates two selected
literary texts.  You will compare and contrast how the two texts deal with a
similar theme or connecting idea.  You will develop your argument by referring
to at least one evaluative/critical item for each text.  You will justify
evaluation with substantial reference to both texts. You will use appropriate
critical vocabulary and reference your essay using the Harvard system.  The
essay should be between 1800-2000 words in length.

Additional Requirements:
You will lead a text-centred discussion which should last for approximately 20
minutes.  You will present some interpretation of the text as well as stimulate
class discussion.  You will link your own personal response with other responses
you have researched. You may use aids and relevant support material.  You should
prepare a point-form summary to hand out to the discussion group.

You should ask your teacher for a copy of the current Criteria for the Award of
Grades.

10.2 Teacher Support

Teachers should refer to the head teacher for assistance.  He or she will
provide the necessary documents and paperwork as well as advice about the
availability of programs to assist in the delivery of this module.

The head teacher will provide information regarding protocols for working with
clerical and technical support colleagues.  Support staff will assist in matters
to do with occupational health and safety.
