· acknowledge sources using Harvard referencing style including a bibliography.

Report guidelines:

Length: 750-1000 words

Content: The report should be based on data already available to the student or provided by the teacher of a module/elective.

Emphasis should not be on research/information but on:

· format/presentation (word processed if possible)

· critical thinking/ logical rigour

· structure and organisation

· register/language

· tone/stance.

In the report the students should:

· use discussion to solve a problem, using sufficient detail to draw reasoned conclusions.

· use appropriate headings to structure accepted report format

· use the mechanics of English to convey meaning clearly and concisely

· use the appropriate register for a formal report (formal language, rational tone)

· acknowledge any sources used using the Harvard referencing style including a bibliography.

NOTE: There are separate Criteria for the Award of Grades for the essay and the report.
