Imagination??  What is it????
According to Coleridge and the philosophers and poets of the Romantic movement it was an essentially ACTIVE power of the mind to shape, and not just to perceive, reality

The mental power to represent to ourselves what is not real…

The mental power to represent to ourselves what is not physically present…

The power to transform what is real or physically present into something else…

The power to create discourses (including texts) which blend different realities, or go beyond any actual or even possible reality…

The mental power to project ourselves into another place or time…g
The ability to reach out to others and to understand what it is like to be  someone or something else…

The power to respond to the world, to experience; to perceive it not just with our senses but to identify with it in an active way….
The ability to see what OUGHT to be, rather than just what is….
