You need to understand and in your responses show your understanding that:





A composer of a text works:





- To a purpose





- For an audience





- Using one or more primary channels of communication (spoken or written language, image, sound, touch or smell even...)





- Using a medium of communication (radio or TV, book, the print media, moving images, interactive multi-media, the internet including newsgroups or chatrooms)





- Using one or more of the textual forms common within that medium





- Using (sometimes) the conventions belonging to a particular genre e.g. crime fiction, horror, film noir, landscape, lyric poetry, operea ( or soap opera) etc. 





- Using appropriate techniques for the channel, medium, textual form or genre





The composer does not work in isolation from other composers, responders or other texts.  Of particular relevance are:





-  The way the expectations and assumptions of the audience might shape the text's meaning(s), including the ways they have actually shaped the text's meanings over time.





-  The way the conventions of the genre operate to give the text distinctive features





- The possible relationships between the text and other texts in the genre or textual form the composer has chosen





-  The personal, social, political or historical context (literally think of this word in two parts, as the 'with-text') - that is, what is "going on" around the text at the time of its composition and consumption,  what issues and perspectives it reflects, what is reflected in it, e.g. the personal bias or perspective of the writer resulting from his or her background, the place of this text in a national debate, its cultural significance for a people or nation etc.
