THE MEANING OF LEARNING OUTCOME TWO





You need to show in your assessments and examination answers that you can appreciate how different texts can be read in the light of each other.  To do this, you can comment on how:





1. The texts each approach a common theme, but differ in point of view.





2. The texts show different aspects of an experience or theme.





3. The texts deal with a common theme but differ markedly in language - e.g. style and register.





4. The texts are aimed at different audiences, or have different purposes.





5. The texts are of different forms and/or genres, and have specific features typical of those forms/genres.





6. The texts may be in different media, and so may enable a discussion of the relative limitations or advantages of the media in presenting that subject and the differing techniques involved.





7.  The texts may belong to different periods or come from different parts of the world and so it may be interesting to discuss their contexts





e.g. in Gwen Harwood's 'Father and Child', a discussion could focus on how the persona deals with the notion of death, from the differing points of view of childhood and mature middle age.  You could stress the differences in language and tone between the two poems - the power and violence of the imagery of "Barn Owl", and its forceful use of rhythm and stanza form, with the melancholy tone and gentle imagery of "Nightfall", with its less insistent rhythms.





Differing textual forms could be explored by comparing "In the Park" with "Sky High" from the stimulus booklet.  You could contrast the points of view - the outside observor of "In the Park" compared to the 1st person narrative of "Sky High" - what different perspectives are given to the idea of "change" by these two points of view?  You could draw attention to the similarities in theme between the two texts -what are they?   In discussing current media material on the role of women useful comparisons and contrasts could be made e.g. in what ways have the role and position of women changed since the 1950's?  Are there still any similarites?





Remember that in Question 3 of Paper One you must discuss your set text, at least one text from the Stimulus Booklet, AND OTHER TEXTS OF YOUR OWN CHOOSING.  I suggest you prepare at least 6 or 7 pieces of relevant other material, and try to use at least 3.
