Area of Study Oral Presentation Assessment

Due weeks  7   to    9   (precise date to be arranged with your teacher)

Assessment weighting  =  10% (Speaking)

You have been asked to give a talk to a Year 11 audience about the concept of  “The Journey” in the Area of Study.

You should structure your talk around three texts you have chosen for your Portfolio Assessment, but you should also refer to at least one text from the Stimulus Booklet and at least one of your set poems.  One of the texts you choose may be the text you have composed
At least one of the texts you choose should be a visual text e.g. a photo, cartoon, moving image text, poster etc.  (i.e. not all printed texts)

In your talk you should:

1. Explain why and how these three additional texts best represent the concept of “The Journey” in the Area of Study;

2. Comment on how these texts, the Stimulus Booklet and at least 1 poem have helped yo understand the idea of physical OR imaginative journeys;
3. (STANDARD ONLY) Describe and explain how the composers of your chosen texts use appropriate media techniques to convey meaning to their audience;
4. (ADVANCED ONLY) Evaluate how effectively the composers of your chosen texts use appropriate media techniques to convey meaning to their audience. 
In the lesson after you give your talk you should hand in to your teacher a brief memo giving a self-evaluation of your own performance, highlighting aspects which you think went well, as well as ways you can improve in future.

Notes:
You should  use  appropriate media/AV technology yourself to add effectiveness to your presentation (e.g. video or CD recording, class handouts, OH Projector, Powerpoint presentation).  
To gain a good mark you need to communicate effectively with your audience – so do not read from a prepared script.
