Show Regulations
1. Jursidiction:  The Show will be held under the Licence and Rules of the Irish Kennel Club Ltd as in force on the 01 January, 2006.

2. Registration etc: All dogs entered for competition or otherwise, must be registered or transferred at the Irish Kennel Club.  

3. Venue:    The Show will be held in the National Show Centre, Cloghran.
4. Catalogues:   will be on sale within the show grounds, priced €3. Prepaid €2.
5. Entries:   Service Charge of €5 for the first dog. €2 will be payable for all subsequent dogs or classes.

a. Fees of exhibitors arriving late or failing to arrive will be forfeited.  No entries will be accepted without the appropriate Service Charge, which cannot be refunded under any circumstances.

b. Stakes Classes:  €5 extra for Champions Stakes.  €3 for Brace, Veteran Stakes and Junior Handling

c. Rejecting Entries:  The Committee reserves the right to reject any entry, advertisement or other insertion in the catalogue.

d. Ineligible Entries:  If before judging of a Class or Classes in which his dog is entered an exhibitor reports that he has entered the dog in a Class for which he is not eligible, he may be permitted to transfer his entry to the Open Class but in no other circumstances can a change be made.

e. Entry Forms (Mistakes therein): The Catalogue will be compiled from he entry forms submitted by exhibitors and while every effort will be made to have the forms correctly interpreted, the promoting body cannot accept any responsibility for mistakes therein.

6. Rosettes:  Best of Breed Winners, Group 1-4.

7. Veterinary Examination:  The Veterinary Surgeon on call will have the authority to exclude any exhibit which in his opinion is not in a fit state for exhibition on account of disease, lice or any other cause.

8. Prize money of €10 will be offered for the seven Group winners, Puppy Stakes, Veteran Stakes & Champion Stakes winners.
9. Exhibits:

a. Each exhibitor shall be responsible to keep their exhibits under proper control at all times.

b. Every exhibit must be removed by the owner or agent no later than 6pm.

10. Judging:  Judging will commence at 12md with Puppy Stakes.  All other Judging will commence at 12.30 pm. Veteran, Brace and Champion Stakes will be judged immediately after the Puppy Stakes in the BIS Ring. No claim will be considered in the event of any exhibit being late.

a. No person will be allowed in the Judging ring except for the Judge, Show Officials, or an Exhibitor taking a dog in for adjudication.

b. The exhibition number of each dog must be clearly displayed by the handler, who shall not wear a badge or other decoration in the judging ring.

c. The Club shall not be responsible for the exhibition of any exhibit in the ring at the time of judging.

d. A judge’s decision shall be final, except in the case of an objection properly made and upheld under the Rules of the Irish Kennel Club, or where a Judge states that a clerical or other error was made in the award as Officially returned, or on the grounds of fraud.

11. Sale of Dogs:  Exhibitors may state on their entry form the price at which they  are prepared to sell particular exhibits.

12. Any amendments or alterations being made by the Committee to the Show will be notified to exhibitors wherever possible and this shall be deemed as sufficient notice.

13. The Club will not be responsible for any loss or damage sustained through accident by exhibits, exhibitors or others attending the Show.

14. Junior Handling: The dog must be the bona fide property of the family of the junior handler. Nominate the junior handler on the entry form also his/her age. The age of the handler on the 1st January is the age to be taken for the rest of the year when entering.

Please keep in mind the IKC Rule, if your dog fouls the venue, indoor or outdoor and you fail to clean it up you will be fined €25.  The Committee of the Scottish Terrier Club of Ireland will strictly enforce this Rule.
Class Definitions


Puppy Class is confined to dogs over six and under twelve calendar months of age on the day of the Show, computed from and inclusive of its date of birth.

Junior Class is for dogs over six and under eighteen calendar months of age on the day of the Show, computed from and inclusive of its date of birth.

Novice Class is for dogs which have not been awarded (a) A Green Star or Challenge Certificate; (b) Two First prizes (i) in any Class or Classes other than Puppy, Junior, Beginners; or Maiden, or (ii) at a Members or Limited Show under the Rules of any Governing Body recognised by the Irish Kennel Club.

Graduate Class is for dogs which have not won a total of five prizes in any one or combination of the following Classes viz: Open, Limit or Graduate Classes for the breed at a show or shows where a Green Star or Challenge Certificate was awarded for the Breed, or sex, as the case may be, or has won twenty three points or more in Green Star competitions or a  Challenge Certificate.

Limit Class is for dogs which have not won a total of eight prizes in any one or combination of the following Classes viz: Open, Limit or Graduate Classes for the breed at a show or shows where a Green Star or Challenge Certificate was awarded for the Breed, or sex, as the case may be, or has won thirty eight points or more in Green Star competitions or two Challenge Certificates.

Open Class is for all dogs, if confined to dogs of one breed or variety then to all dogs of that breed or variety.

Brace Class is for two exhibits of the same or different sexes of the same breed, belonging to the same person, each exhibit having been entered in some class other than Brace.

Veteran Class is for dogs over eight years  of age on the day of the Show, computed from and inclusive of its date of birth.

Note: Dogs under six months are not allowed on the Showgrounds. Dogs entered in the restricted classes must also be entered in one of the Standard Classes for its breed.
