Adopting a dog is a huge commitment and one which should not be entered into lightly. Please discuss this with all members of the household that the dog will be living in. I prefer that people adopting these dogs are experienced and understand the breed.  

Please contact me once you have established you are committed to adopting a Rescue dog and I will discuss your lifestyle and circumstances. 

An Adoption Questionnaire must be completed by those interested in adopting a dog. This is necessary in order to ensure I place each dog in the correct home that will meet his/her needs. Please answer all questions honestly. Home Checks will be carried out prior to homing.

Unfortunately these dogs come in to rescue for many different reasons, either being surrendered by their owners or being abandoned in Dog Pounds. All our dogs spend time in foster care prior to re-homing, in order that they may be assessed.  All information given to me by either the dogs owners, pound staff or fosterer will be passed on to prospective homes.

All dogs are vaccinated, wormed, micro-chipped and neutered/spayed prior to re-homing.  If not done during the dogs time in foster care the person adopting will be required to sign a declaration stating they will neuter/spay within a reasonable length of time. All dogs must live indoors.  

At the time you make contact we may not have a dog/bitch that will suit your lifestyle but I will keep in contact with you and notify you of all dogs that become available.

I do ask for a donation, this donation covers the expenses involved in ensuring further dogs can be saved from Pounds and that vaccinations etc can be given. All monies are spent on the dogs involved. In certain circumstances this donation can be waived.
