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1. Hit the STAT button on your calculator.  Make sure the word EDIT is highlighted and select #1 EDIT from the menu.  

2. A series of lists will appear, denoted as L1, L2, L3, etc.  You can clear list L1 by highlighting the letter L1, hitting CLEAR and then ENTER.  Clear out each list in this manner.  

3. Type your data into the lists (put one set of data into each list).  Be sure to note which data is placed in which list.  

4. Hit the STAT button again.  Using the right arrow button, highlight the button that says TESTS.  From this list, select #4: 2-SAMPTTEST.  
5. On the new screen, make sure Data is highlighted.  List1 should read the number of the list of the first data set you want to compare (ie. L1, L2, L3, etc).  List2 should read the number of the list of the second data set you want to compare.  
6. Using your down arrow, highlight Calculate, and press ENTER.  
7. A reading should pop up.  The only 3 numbers we need are the:
a.  p (look all the way to the right of the p value.  Is there an E with a negative number?  If so, include this in your p value)
b. x1 (the average of the first set of data)
c. x2 (the average of the second set of data).  
Write these numbers down.  
8. The p value will tell you the significance & reliability of your data.  Take your p value and move the decimal twice to the right.  Take 100 and subtract the adjusted p value from it.  This is the % of confidence in your data.  Refer to your preset significance level for p and evaluate if your data is significant.
