SENSOR OLYMPICS is an annual enlisted skills competition for Air Intelligence Agency (AlA) and AlA-supported units. Major General Doyle E. Larson, former Commander of the Electronic Security Command (ESC), initiated COMFY OLYMPICS in November 1979, to officially express the appreciation of the Command to its enlisted operational and support technicians. Annually, since then, every unit conducts preliminary testing or alternate selection methods to determine who will qualify for Agency-level testing. The Agency ​level tests are administered during June and July by unit test proctors. Throughout the world, some 369 people in 20 specialties compete at the Agency level. Only 60 of them, the top three of each competing career field, achieve the coveted title of "Finalist"
