	· St opens the lesson. T writes last lesson’s summary.

· T explains that all the work done in this unit will be to show to the other colleagues and to the school.

· T tells a story. Sts participate in the story by answering questions about the animals in the story (like: what colour are his feathers? Has he got small wings?) and trying to predict what is going to happen next (What do you think the little duckling wants from this animal?). 
· T hands out a worksheet with the sentence structure the duckling says to explain the use of the article (to define singular) and the absence of it (to define plural). Sts try to explain by themselves the differences signed in the worksheet.
· Sts will have to make a sequence of the story by: 
1. choosing an animal.

2. choosing its feature.

3. check whether they will use plural or singular structure.

4. complete the sentence.
(To help them chose the animal and the feature, T shows pictures of some animals and asks them to recall some of the names of the animals as well as their features. Some words will be completely new.)

	· St opens the lesson.
· T writes last lesson’s summary.

· PowerPoint Presentation: T shows a presentation on the story the Sts built last lesson, each one contributing with an animal and a special feature. Sts read their part of the story for the colleagues. This will work as a warm-up exercise to the next task.
· Sts record the story to add to the library pack. Every St will have the chance to read his/her part. This way, the pack will have the story narrated by the Sts.
· Sts work in groups to make posters of the characters in the story. Each poster will have a picture and the Sts have to complete it with some sentences about that animal (its name, the way it looks, its most special feature). These will also be added to the final pack, but, as homework, they can have a poster to colour and keep in their notebooks (the same text must be copied to this poster at home)

· Sts try to find some things they want/don’t want (T gives an example) and write it down in a small piece of coloured paper. This will be glued on a cardboard
· T hands out a self-evaluation form.
· To make reading and writing in English more appealing, T gives each St a book (How Zebras got their Stripes), a pencil and a rubber.
· The soundtrack of their story will be heard in the first 10 minutes of the next lesson. If it’s possible, the T will also give the address of their page on the internet.
