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Golf Scramble Rules and Regulations:

1. The rules of golf apply – each team is on the honor system.

2. Each team must use three drives from each team member.

a. Teams of 3 must use four drives from each team member.

b. Teams of 3 have the option to have one team member hit a second time from every spot in order to give all teams the same number of tries. The golfer allowed to hit the 4th shot will rotate every hole. A golfer’s second shot will not count for any of the contests. Hello
c. If a golfer is unable to complete all of their required drives for some reason (passed out), the team will play their 2nd shot from that player’s tee box. Players may use a tee.
Example of Rule 2b: The team is comprised of golfers A, B, and C. On hole #1 golfer A has the option to take the 4th shot from every location. On hole #2 it is B’s turn to take the 4th shots, and it is C’s turn on #3. On #4 it is A’s turn again. And so on.
3. Ladies play from the red tees, men from blues.

4. Men’s Long Drive is on Hole #9, Ladies on Hole #9.  To qualify, the ball from a person’s first tee shot must be on the fairway.

5. Closest to the Pin is Hole #10.  Only a person’s first tee shot in which the ball comes to rest on the green will count. (Men & Women combined)
6. Longest Putt is on Hole #18. The putt must be from on the green, and only a person’s first putt from a given distance will count. (Men & Women combined)
7. “The Struck and Elliott rule” – for every 10 beers a team drinks, their stroke total will be reduced by one, to a maximum of ten strokes. Please track your consumption.

a. Teams with pregnant women only have to drink 7 beers to lose a stroke.

b. Teams with only 3 people only have to drink 7 beers as well.
c. 1 mixed drink = 1 beer.

d. Count only the drinks consumed in the time between the first member of your team teeing off on the first hole and when your team holes out on the last hole.
