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Tom Cruise gave her an IPod, Denzel Washington a children's encyclopaedia, Sean Penn several CD's and Robert De Niro a Disney DVD Collection... but for her it's nothing extraordinary, just some great details.

Dakota Fanning, the 10-year old little girl who stars in Mente Siniestra (Hide & Seek, which premieres today in Mexico) along with De Niro, Elizabeth Shue and Famkee Jannsen, is the lucky person who gets the chance to hang out with so many celebrities.

Being interviewed in the Casa Del Mar Hotel, located in Santa Mónica, Fanning arrives just after taking off the make-up and the formal-dress she uses for TV interviews, since she says she feel more comfortable with normal clothes.

She's wearing green sport-pants, a light-purple t-shirt, white shoes, almost 20 bracelets on her left arm and, during the interview; she never stopped moving on her chair.

Fanning says that her work as an actress means responsibility and fun, and she doesn't feel nervous when acting with great stars because she treats them as persons, not as unreachable celebrities.

"I met Sean when I was a very little girl and didn't see him as a celebrity because I wasn't aware of what it means to be so popular and respected. Of course I'm still a little girl, but I've learned a lot from my job".

"With him (Sean) I changed some CD’s; he told me that The Beatles (whose songs were featured in I Am Sam, her first movie) should be heard by people of any age. He also taught me to share the fun that this job gives us", said Fanning.

Just this month, the little actress resumed the filming of War Of The Worlds, which she stars along with Tom Cruise and directed by Steven Spielberg. During the filming she got the chance to meet her favourite actor: Tim Robbins.

"I admire Tim a lot; for me, he's one of the greatest actors and I wanted to work with him for a long time. When I was told he was going to be in War Of The Worlds I couldn't believe it; I always take some time to eat and talk with him... I think some times I'm very annoying.

"I love Orlando Bloom; I don't know if it's OK to have a platonic love at my age, but I can say that he is my platonic love", said Dakota.

Being born on Feb. 23rd of 1994 in Georgia, this little girl, who's always watched by her publicist, Cindy, told us that while filming War Of The Worlds in New York, he got a chance to meet Isabella and Connor, Nicole Kidman's and Tom Cruise's children.

"I like them a lot. They have been 2 times in the set and I think that they are very fun and disciplined. We got each other's e-mails to send us some jokes."

"Tom Cruise gave me my first IPod. I loved that detail from him and, besides, the IPod already had many of the songs he likes and that he suggested me like the ones from Sting, Prince and Paul McCartney, but I already put it some songs of Christina Aguilera, Beyoncé, Black Eyed Peas, Hilary Duff and Britney Spears, who is my favourite."

In "Man On Fire", which she film along with Denzel Washington and Marc Anthony in Mexico City, she knew a lot more from the Oscar-winner and learned from his discipline.

"He and Bobby (De Niro) are very disciplined. I learned a lot from them and also had a lot of patience for me. I appreciate a lot the gifts they gave me, since they are details that I'll never forget."

Future projects of Fanning include stars like Kurt Russell, Julia Roberts, Meryl Streep and Chris Cooper.
