ABSTRACT

Spanish lexical borrowing in Imbabura Quechua: a preliminary research in frequencies and tendencies

The aim is to analyze Spanish borrowings in the samples in order to identify: a) overall percentages of Spanish borrowing; b) inventory of word classes and grammatical categories borrowed from Spanish; c) ordering of grammatical categories according to borrowing percentages; d) contexts of borrowing according to such parameters as word environments, informants’ age and gender and topics of conversation; e) tendencies in borrowing of word classes; f) suggestions for further research.
