I am readdressing my claim for compensation in relation to my complaint about loss of the hearing bundle at this county court.

Thank you for your letters dated 12 and 13 July 2006 confirming that my hearing bundle for the last hearing has been lost by far (a week after the hearing) since before the hearing.  Accordance to previous losses of my case files regarding another case at this county court in 2004 as well as similar events occurred to my employment case (related to this flat case and regarding unlawful termination of my contract of employment) at the Employment Tribunals, there must have been someone (including lawyers in relation directly or indirectly to the other party of the case) who tried to manipulate this case and caused losing of the bundle.  The continuous occurrence and persistence of such kind of problems at this county court suggest that the court service at this court still lacks the proper measure enough to prevent and encounter the problems.
Loss of the hearing bundle or the case files at the time when needed in order to deal with the case by the judge is a type of irregularity with a severe condition and probably caused by crime as confirmed by the Group Managers’ Office of London County Courts previously.  Specifically, my hearing bundle contains the evidence needed in order to persuade the judge, no matter Lightman J or Iller J or another, for a proper disposal of the applications from two parties at that hearing.  Lightman J who presided the hearing, if with the bundle on his hands, should have been able to make final determination of the applications on the basis of the evidence.  Without the evidence on the point, of course, Lightman J would not be able to deal with the applications as usual, and so had to adjourn the hearing and ask Iller J (who dealt with this case previously and familiar with it) to deal with the applications later.
This claim was filed initially in September 2005 with supports from both Westminster Council and Brent Council in order to resolve my current housing problem.  Such current irregularity has caused further delay of the case at least, may have negative effect (causing more similar or other problems) on the later proceedings especially if it cannot be resolved properly this time, and has been resulting in added harsh situation of my current basic living (further loss).

On the basis of above reasons, it would be reasonable for me to receive compensation in order to recover the loss due to the current irregularity.  Thank you for your attention on the matter.
