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CHRONOLOGY

{Logical events on the basis of the documents from both sides and other information that C have known and experienced}

7/11/2002
C arrived in London from USA for his postdoctoral work in Prof. Waksman's lab at School of Crystallography, Birkbeck College.


C received many helps at Birkbeck but also experienced two others (the school computer manager and a secretary in the school office) who showed their unhappiness to C surprisingly, even C had never known or met them before.

8/11/2002
C called for an advert, "spacious double room in 3 bed flat...£195 pw inc.", under Flat/Houseshare on Loot by using the phone in the lab.  Alex of D answered the call and offered an appointment for C to view the flat.

9/11/2002
Alex showed the flat to C.  It was a 2 bedroom flat with a living room actually.  The mentioned room in the advert was referred to the living room.  C expressed his intention to rent the entire flat and look for two other flat mates.


{Those unfriendly individuals of Birkbeck knew C's contacting D through a telephone operator of Birkbeck and contacted some staff of D.  After knowing C's intention to rent that flat, they influenced D's staff to dump a lot of furniture including the shabby furniture into the flat.}

11/11/2002
C went to D's office where he signed the Tenancy Agreement and paid the deposit.  


Faisal of D brought C to the flat in order to work out the Inventory Agreement.  Surprisingly, much more furniture, a lot of them in shabby condition, presented in the flat than that were shown two days ago.


A gentleman agreement reached between Mr. Siha (Director of D) and C that D would move out the unwanted furniture from the flat on 16/11/2002 and allow to convert the living room to a bedroom.

12/11/2002
C paid first month rent to D, and D gave C the keys to the flat but without agreeing the Inventory.

13/11/2002
C moved into the flat.

16/11/2002
D moved out the coffee table and its accompanying chairs (the best furniture in the flat) and few others from the flat.  C requested to D to move out many others of unwanted furniture from the flat, and D promised to move them out in the following week.

18/11/2002
C moved the long sofa to a place in the building under the permission of the porter in order for D to take.  D did not take it on that day, and C moved it to the flat under the direction of the porter.

19/11/2002
D allowed those of Birkbeck including Laurent (another postdoctoral work in Prof. Waksman's lab) into C's flat and damaged the washing machine inside the flat.  Alex of D later hinted C that it was made by someone from Birkbeck.

20/11/2002
D moved out the long sofa from the flat but all other unwanted furniture including those shown by photographs had never been moved out during his entire tenancy there.

22/11/2002
D moved a chest of drawers into the flat without either notice to or consent from C.

25/11/2002
C called D by using the phone in the lab and made the complaint to D about what had happened at the flat.  D refused C's request to meet Mr. Siha.

27/11/2002
What happened at C's flat encouraged a senior researcher from C's neibouring lab to make his first malpractice against C's bacterial culture experiments.

3/12/2002
C asked Mr. Elton (a solicitor in landlord & tenant law) for help on the flat problems.  Mr. Elton wrote a letter to D including complaints and the notice of termination of the Tenancy Agreement.

6/12/2002
Mr. Siha prepared a letter to respond Mr. Elton.

7/12/2002
Someone {probably that senior researcher from C's neibouring lab} got into C's flat in day time while C was working at school and cut off the heating of the flat by turning off the valves of the radiators.


In the night the same person got into the lab and tempered C's bacterial culture (inoculated in day time) with toxic chemical again.  This time, C got prepared to monitor and confirm the problem.

8/12/2002
C found out no heat in the flat in the early morning, and reported it to the porter immediately.  The porter taught C to control the heating of the flat by turning on/off the valve of the radiator in the flat.  C turned the valves on and the radiators warmed up in minutes.

9/12/2002
C informed the incidence at the flat to Mr. Elton, and Mr. Elton made another complaint on the matter to D.


A chain of C's keys were stolen by a staff of D from an unlocked suitcase in the flat.


{The stolen keys were then passed to Prof. Waksman in a later day.  Prof. Waksman did not return them to C but allowed them to be used for many times by others in actions against C, which have caused severe problems to C.}

10/12/2002
D faxed its responding letter dated 6 December 2002 to Mr. Elton.  Mr. Elton made response to D's fax and specifically addressed the issue raised by D regarding "six month fixed term".

12/12/2002
C cleaned up the flat, moved out of it, and returned the keys.

18/12/2002
Mr. Elton sent the evidence of the photographs and the original advert of the flat to D and urged D to settle the case in order to avoid formal proceedings at the County Court.

21/12/2002
Those unfriendly individuals of Birkbeck also made pressure to Prof. Waksman regarding setting up the office room for his lab members in order to force him against C.


{Prof. Waksman finally surrendered to the group of unfriendly individuals under the pressure and joined in the group to act against C.}

6/01/2003
Prof. Waksman warned C with dismissal toward C's asking for the legal help in order to resolve the flat problems.

7/01/2003
Prof. Waksman sent two emails to Birkbeck Personnel Manager Ms Groark against C's work.  The first email falsely alleged that the first bacterial culture incidence (occurred on 27 November 2002) came from C's own experimental failures; the second email falsely alleged C's work progress.

8/01.2003
Two new tenants moved into the flat of D that C vacated on 12 December 2002, as recorded in the porter's dairy.


Mr. Elton wrote another letter to D pressing it to settle the flat case.

9/01/2003
Mr. Siha made reply to Mr. Elton's letter claiming a single issue of six-month fixed term.

16/01/2003
Mr. Elton wrote a final letter to D to explain the case and urge to settle the case in order to avoid formal litigation.

22/01/2003
Prof. Waksman asked C to leave from his post at Birkbeck voluntarily but without a clear reason.

23/01/2003
Mr. Elton called D regarding his last letter to D regarding the settlement of the flat case.

24/01/2003
Laurent expressed that he would like to take the responsibility of damaging the washing machine in C's flat and pay for the relevant damages.

27/01/2003
Prof. Waksman asked C again to leave voluntarily without giving a clear reason and C refused it.  Prof. Waksman sent email to Ms Groark to falsely allege C's protein purification experiments.  Then, Prof. Waksman sent another email to Mr. Groark with his final decision to terminate C's employment.


D replied Mr. Elton's final letter expressing its preference to going to the court rather than settling the case.

7/02/2003
C's 5-year contract of employment at Birkbeck College was terminated officially during his probation period.  However, the termination could not use the contractual required ground of "irredeemably incapable" for probation period, rather the college used "incapability" as the ground required for the termination during C's 5-year contractual period.  Of course, the judgment of such "incapability by the college came from on the basis of Prof. Waksman's false allegations and so was not made in good faith.  Since then, C has tried to resolve his employment problem including the proceedings at the Employment Tribunals and at the Employment Appeal Tribunal.

11/02/2003
D's solicitor wrote to Mr. Elton that, if D did not have the claim for six-month fixed term, D had a claim for shorter period of the notice to the termination of the Tenancy Agreement.

24/08/2005
After consulting with Brent Council and Westminster Council regarding C's current housing problems and the previous flat problem with D, C wrote to D and made a friendly offer in order to settle the flat case.  D has never replied C's offer in any sort.

22/09/2005
C filed an online money claim against D.

30/09/2005
D filed Acknowledgment of Service and intended to defend the entire claim.

21/10/2005
D filed its Defence.

26/10/2005
The claim was transferred to the Central London County Court.

13/01/2006
Hasan J ordered to allocate the claim to the small claims track.
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
