When describing Flat 6 Avenfield House at 118-127 Park Lane at W1Y 6NA, Mr. Siha (the Director of the Defendant) stated in his Witness Statement (that I received with Defendant's bundle of the hearing on 7 February 2006): "because the radiators in the Rental Property do not have valves, they cannot be adjusted or turned on or off manually."

However, based on my experience during the tenancy there in November and December 2002, the radiators in the flat did have valves that can be used to turn on or off the heating of the radiators.

In order to find a proof for this, I visited Mr. Dixon on 12 February 2006 who is the Manager of the porter team at Avenfield House and lived in a flat next to Flat 6 when I lived there three years ago.  He told me: "the radiators in this house do have valves that can be turned on or off though the valves of some radiators may be lost or not functional well."  He also expressed that, if I need an official confirmation statement, I need got to see Mrs. Jo Redway at County Estate Management who manages the entire Avenfield House.

The address of the County Estate Management is 79 New Cavendish Street in London W1 (phone: 0207 436 2080; and hours: 9 AM - 5:30 PM, Monday - Friday).

I met Mrs. Jo Redway on 13 February 2006.  She told me that the radiators in the Avenfield House may have valves, but the radiators in some flats may not have valves because the leasing company may have changed the radiators and has not informed this to her violating the managing rule.  She also said they usually do not release such information, they only deal with the lease holders, and they would not tell me who is the lease holder for Flat 6 because of data protection reason.  She did say that, if anyone wants such information from the County Estate Management, he has to go to the court, or he can go to the leasing company to obtain such information if he knows the leasing company.
