Thank you for your letter dated 21 January 2006.





I regret to see that you appear to have not understood what happened yesterday, despite our conversation after the appeal hearing yesterday.  To briefly recap - you have won your appeal ie that the Respondent breached the contract and that the EAT found that you are entitled to a further 3 months' salary.  The EAT seemed to think that the 'assessment of damages' would be remitted to the Employment Tribunal - your schedule of loss shows other losses which need to be assessed.





I hope my Note of the Hearing will help you understand better what happened yesterday.   In essence, I have done as instructed and I have been paid for my services.  I, therefore, do not understand why you are making a complaint about me, or, indeed, why you are requesting a refund.  My fee note shows a credit of £2.10 and I am happy to pay this sum to you, (and, indeed, had meant to give you cash yesterday).  However, it was a longer than expected day, and, I am afraid, to say my brain was "quite frazzled".
