HAMLET QUESTIONS SCENE 3 ACTS 1,2&3

Act 3 scene 1

3) In this situation, Hamlet is furious at Ophelia – verbally and physically attacking her. This is perplexing because he, apparently, is in love with Ophelia, yet is treating her very poorly.

4)These lines, in which Hamlet says, “Where is your father?” (141), explain Hamlet’s outburst because they reveal Hamlet’s obvious knowledge of Polonius’ spying.

5) A nunnery, though generally meaning a convent, was often used mockingly in reference to a brothel.

6) There is a possibility of foreshadowing in the line “all but one shall live”, which may indicate a death or murder later in the play.

b) The meaning of the face imagery is that Ophelia I backstabbing or two-faced, or hat women often put on an act around men.

7) Polonius has contradicted himself. After telling Ophelia not to love Hamlet earlier in the play, he decides that Hamlets madness spring from neglected love.

Act 3 scene 2

2a) The allusion to Julius Caesar allows the reader/ audience to draw conclusions or guess what happens to characters in Hamlet. It is a form of foreshadowing.

b) The king died two months ago.

3) The play within the play allows Hamlet to draw conclusions about Claudius’ actions. The mini play is a mirror of what happened previously between Claudius, Fortinbras and Gertrude.
