· Poetic Devices
· Imagery: Literal imagery is to figurative imagery, as description is to comparison.
· Simile: a comparison using "as" or "like" e.g.,  "he runs like a dear."
· Metaphor: a comparison not using as or like when one thing is said to be another.

· Hyperbole: exaggeration for dramatic effect e.g., "all the perfumes of Arabia will not sweeten this (murderer's) hand".

· Oxymoron: a seeming contradiction in two words put together: "parting is such sweet sorrow."

· Paradox: seeming contradiction that surprises by its pithiness.

· Onomatopoeia: "sound echoing sense"; use of words resembling the sounds they mean, e.g., biz buzz, humming, pant and puff.

· Personification: attribution of human feelings or actions to impersonal agencies.

· Alliteration: a repetition of consonant sounds, "Build, build your Babels!"

· Assonance: deliberate repetition of identical or similar vowel sounds: "the tread of the feet of the dead".

· Euphemism: more favourable name for an unpleasant or ugly thing or event.

· Diction: poet's distinctive choices in vocabulary.

· Pathetic fallacy: a transfer of human feelings onto impersonal agencies, e.g., stormy Nature mourns the death of a king."

· dramatic monologue: a character is revealed in a monologue usually addressed to a second person

· Juxtaposition: placing two or more things side by side for the purpose of comparison, contrast, rhetorical effect, suspense, or character development.

· Irony: presents a conflict or contrast or discrepancy between appearance and reality.

· Allusion: allow the reader to understand a difficult concept by a reference to the famous and significant such as person, event, place, work of art, myth, or religion.

· Symbol: An object of a comparison whose subject is not given.

· Connotation: associative meaning of a word. A chicken connotes a coward.

· Denotation: literal meaning of a word. A chicken denotes a specific kind of bird.
· Haiku is a Japanese lyric form which presents presents the poet's impression in a vivid picture with insight. The traditional haiku is three lines long: the first of five syllables, the second of seven, and the third of five.

· A limerick is a five-line poem written with one couplet and one triplet. The rhyme pattern is a a b b a with lines 1, 2 and 5 containing 3 beats and rhyming, and lines 3 and 4 having two beats and rhyming. Perhaps the limerick was invented by soldiers in the Irish town of Limerick in the 1700's. Limericks are funny and often contain hyperbole, onomatopoeia, idioms, and puns. 

· The ballad is a narrative meant to be sung. Although some ballads are carefully crafted poems written by literate authors and meant to be read silently (Lyrical Ballads by Wordsworth and Coleridge), the folk ballad (or popular ballad, or traditional ballad) is derived from the oral tradition.
