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They are Good To Go and straight out of the heart of Oklahoma City.  This pop punk band derives its name from the style of music they play and from a song entitled “a praise chorus” by lead singer Tim Katz’s favorite band Jimmy Eat World.  “I’m on my feet I’m on the floor I’m Good To Go, all I need is just to hear a song I know” These are the lyrics that sum up what type of performance you will see when these guys step on stage.  


The inspired power pop lineup of songs Good To Go deliver will entice the most passive audience into getting out of their seats and dancing.  Good To Go has played in a variety of venues, to a variety of crowds, but always get the same response, and the once uninterested crowd has then in a short hour turned into Good To Go fans. 


Good To Go is made up of three individual musicians that make up a wonderful team, a band.  Tim Katz, lead singer started playing music listening to bands such as Nirvana, Weezer, Jimmy Eat World and classic bands such as AC/DC and The Eagles.  Katz writes songs about past relationships or youthful insecurities.  Just by listening to some of Good To Go’s songs you can catch a hint of each of his influences, and relate to what he may have been going through at the time the song was written. 


Brian Morgan plays the fast pace lead guitar and strong back up vocals.  Morgan brings the punk flavor into the band with quick riffs and hi energy stage presence.  Its easy to see at first glance who Morgan’s influences are; bands such as Blink 182, New Found Glory, and Greenday.


Finally, Adam Sawyer, the drummer, who is the backbone for Good To Go.  He is the human version of Animal, from the Muppet Show, and keeps the energy flowing from song to song.   


In the last year, Good To Go has started to create a buzz around themselves; showing up on the front page of the local newspaper, multiple articles in college papers, winning battle of the bands competitions, and playing at local festivals.  These guys are hoping to move ahead with what once was two kids in a dorm room writing songs about waking up, to playing for big crowds where they don’t have to wake up anymore, instead they can live in their dream.
