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- Worldwide, over 100 million people use magnets, 30 million in Japan alone, where 10 million people sleep on magnetic beds to counter the effects of stress, pain, fatigue, and various ailments. The treatment involves the placing of simple, natural, safe magnets on the body tissue to improve function, reduce inflammation in one-third of the time, increase blood flow and oxygen intake, alkalize and energize the system, and allow the body to heal itself. No easier or safer therapy exists.

- The Food and Drug Administration (FDA) approved the use of electromagnetics for medical purposes in 1978. Over 100,000 operations for bone fusion’s, muscular disorders, and other serious ailments are performed with electromagnets by licensed orthopedic surgeons annually. Natural magnets do essentially the same work as electromagnets while both types of magnets may be used in conjunction with each other for even better results.

- Licensed doctors use permanent magnets in place of electro-shock treatment, for epilepsy, psychosis, schizophrenia, multiple sclerosis, and other serious diseases. 

- Better sleep can come about by sleeping on a magnetic field bed. An anti-stress level magnetic field had been documented by Dr. Philpott as producing the hormone melatonin by the pineal gland during periods of no sunlight. Deficiency of melatonin leads to physical and emotional disorders and development of infection and neoplasm.

- We live in a drugged Nation. We have seen doctors over-prescribe drugs for their patients, but we are also bombarded by the drug companies with endless advertising to buy more drugs and constantly flooded or betrayed by the over-the-counter pills we take. The drug industry as a whole spends more on advertising than they do on research. Now there’s got to be something wrong with that. If drugs were so effective, advertising would hardly be necessary. The nation is buying over 300,000 different over-the-counter drugs –TWO-THIRDS OF WHICH HAVE NOT BEEN PROVED SAFE OR EFFECTIVE.

- A sophisticated instrument called the SQUID was developed in 1970, which measures electrical currents of the brain and other organs. When death occurs the SQUID no longer registers magnetic energy in the body.  Subsequently, it has been discovered that all tissues and organs produce specific magnetic pulsations, which have come to be known as biomagnetic fields. 

- Many of our disorders and diseases are the result of electrochemical breakdown. When a magnetic or oxygen deficiency occurs in an organ or system, symptoms of illness arise and normal cell division is adversely affected, resulting in a high risk of cell mutation.  

NECESSARY TO LIFE...  

The need for the Earth's magnetic force to maintain health was not recognized in the U.S. until the advent of modern space travel. Early cosmonauts were found to have experienced up to 80% bone-calcium loss and muscle cramps when in space above the earth’s magnetic field for extended periods.  

ARE THEY SAFE?

The World Health Organization published a study in 1987 that essentially laid to rest the notion that magnets in the strengths commonly used for therapeutic uses have any detrimental effect on the human body. World Health Organization reported on the impact of magnetic fields on biological systems: "The available evidence indicates the absence of any adverse effects on human health due to response to static magnetic fields up to two Tesla" (2T=20,000 gauss). Interestingly, MRI machines, which by now many of us have been exposed, use a magnetic field strength of about 45,000 gauss of alternating polarities for brief durations.  

DO THEY WORK?  

A study from John Hopkins University School of Medicine in 1989 demonstrates that the placebo effect in three trials with a magnetic device was no greater than with prolonged drug treatment, yet lower than the rate for short-term medication trials. The placebo effect fell within the range of 13 to 17 percent. This is where the Japanese Ministry of Health and the U.S. Food and Drug Administration believe most placebo effect falls. The vast majority-greater than 70 percent of magnetic treatments indicated that much more than placebo takes place. Now take the case of your pet. When the veterinarian works on the pet with a magnetic device, do you believe that animal is making believe-perhaps under mind control? Well, no more than the love of the master can bring. Yet here we have tens of thousands of animals being successfully treated every year by veterinarians with magnetic energy. Henry Arsenault of St. Pierre Health Corporation, Taunton, Massachusetts, reports excellent results attained in as little as 15 minutes when magnets are placed on both sides of a horse's shanks. Energy increases and pain appears to be eliminated as inflammation subsides much more quickly and bones heal in one-fourth the usual time. Get a magnet pad for your dog's bed and observe how he rushes to it every chance he gets.  

When someone says that there is zero evidence that magnets are beneficial, they should look at the doubleblind study of 431 people on the use of magnetized mattresses which demonstrated high effectiveness in 56 to 98 percent of cases for various ailments. No side effects were evident, including extensive testing before and after to check the functions of the kidney, liver, pancreas, blood pressure and circulatory system. Besides blood sedimentation, Tpm Chol, Alk, Phos, Sgot, Na and K were also examined.  

In another study, Dr. Nakagawa questioned 11,648 users of magnets, finding a 90 percent efficacious rate.  Other double-blind tests, including one of over 400 subjects. A remarkable number of scientific studies exist, as well as tens of thousands testimonials. Evidence is strong as tens of millions of users enjoy healthier lives.

Electro-membranes (negatively charged) have been approved for federal Medicare and Medicaid programs and for most private insurance program reimbursement as well. This treatment has a Current Procedure Terminology (CPT) code for reimbursement. A large number of physicians and therapists are using them, reporting at least 25 percent faster healing rates. Dr. Winston Green of Texas reports a 90 percent effectiveness response after treating such sports figures as Bernie Kosar, quarterback for the Cleveland Browns, and Evander Holyfield, professional heavyweight boxer, and many others.  

With the recent approval of acupuncture by an NIH panel for various ailments, magnetic energy and other alternatives are not far behind. In fact, sufficient evidence exists that acupuncture and magnetic energy function similarly and have much the same effect, with long-term potential much greater by treatment with proper magnetic fields. Magnetic energy is also very easily learned by conventional medical doctors which is an additional plus. Dr. William Pawluk, De. Harry Park, and Dr. William H. Philpott and a number of other M.D.s use acupuncture and magnetic energy in combination or one in favor of the other depending on what one is trying to achieve. Many acupuncturists use magnets in place of piercing needles to achieve the same results. If a needle can stimulate a meridian, so can the correct strength magnet. Remember that acupuncture, acupressure, reflexology, proper exercise and a good massage all can affect the same meridian points and accomplish similar results. Magnetic energy goes one step further. Rather than simply offering relief, it actually replenishes the negative ions that our bodies so desperately need. This results in true healing. This interrelationship should be one of the prime research targets of NIH and private foundation.  

Magnetic products have been approved for use in approximately 50 countries, including Germany, Israel, Russia and Japan, where they have been routinely used for decades. Magnetic products are not registered medical devices in Canada or the USA except for electro-magnetic devices for enhancing bone healing in nonunion fractures. They are however registered medical devices in many other countries, with Japan being the most prominent. Australia is the leader with regard to developing magnetic treatment as a profession, with a national association and a college of magnetic therapy.
