General Expertise:


I gained 5 years clerical experience with Qld Treasury in the “Local authorities” & “Short-term money market” divisions. During this time gained valuable knowledge of government and finance. 


Whilst completing my university studies, I ran “Partis Consulting”: a fairly successful consultancy business for education and information technology industries. 

I provided leading services in Computer Aided Software Engineering (CASE) for Fujitsu and Telstra; and held upper management or directorship positions for smaller businesses. 

My duties included negotiating joint ventures between education and industry groups, management and training of staff and development of new products for emerging technologies. This included development of e-commerce and related financial services and prototyping of an educational toy to foster early pre reading skills.

In 2000 I asked the University of New England permission to write a formal paper on ideas of theoretical physics I developed when I was around ten years old. 

I was directed to the philosophy department who apparently handle the more esoteric aspects of science which interested me. My prior studies were considered equivalent to a degree in philosophy specializing in cognitive science. 

I gained special permission to do a masters level work load with two supervisors marking a single paper. I also enrolled in regular set topic subjects but postponed handing in written work. One subject had an exam which I sat and received a near perfect score. I was then asked to write a small essay which my supervisor couldn’t fault but marked down for appearances sake. I received the top category mark possible for the subject. The subject related to personal identity. My larger double reading unit essay was also fairly successful despite having half of my marks only attributed from my initial draft.  I was asked by my “Game Theory” supervisor, Dr. Arcady Blinov, to co –write a paper with him.  

Since 2000 I have been further developing my ideas and integrating them with my interest in education. An outcome of this work has been “Benji’s Theory Of Everything”. Benji’s TOE is an ongoing project being written for primary school audiences as part of my website benjibear.com. Benji’s TOE aims to piece together the latest developments in quantum cosmology and metaphysics to provide a description of the universe that not only joins together the micro world mathematics of quantum physics with large scale relativistic effects, but also seeks to link together the disjointed worlds of mind and body. Much of this work is based on the groundbreaking work of Lee Smolin’s Loop-gravity and his idea that universes are evolving living systems.  

I hope by now you are convinced I have the intellect of a “brain bug” from the movie: “Starship Troopers”. Sadly it may not quite be the case, but I would gladly settle for a fraction of the smarts of Edward Witten.

KidsUni.com is my latest site but I will still most likely be keeping the old name.  The new name is in keeping with my goal of teaching university content to primary school aged students.
