Topics you should know for the final test

How would you explain five separate forms of equality: political equality, equality before the law, equal opportunity, economic equality and social equality?

What generally do we call an America citizen who was not born in the U.S?

What doe we mean by the following: The electoral system, the Electoral College, Runoff elections; Primary elections (p 65); In the United States, how are candidates for presidential election are chosen? Are they chosen by the states at conventions, at party conventions, by the primary election, by the state legislatures, by the party central committees, etc. (p 66)?
What is “proportional representation? Where is this system practiced? What doe we mean by the phrase, The electoral system; civil rights, freedoms, and liberties, freedom of religion, press, association, movement, “separation of church & State, etc.?

What does Freedom from arbitrary treatment by the political and legal system mean? What is tolerance, and why is education and a literate populace important to John Locke?

Who was John Locke? And, why did he say that education is important to the survival of democracy? Please read and know about Rousseau.
