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Attendance Policy

Reporting Absences and Excused Absences

PNMs must make note of all expected conflicts with recruitment events with the Panhellenic Recruitment Chair and their Rho Gammas before Round 1.  Only mandatory conflicts which interfere with the actual time of recruitment events will be honored as valid excuses.  Acceptable conflicts include mandatory academic events or classes, lab sessions, athletic competitions or mandatory practices, musical performances, etc.  During Round 1 and 2 each PNM must attend each fraternity’s event for equal amounts of time.  For example, if a PNM arrives late to the first event or must leave early from the last event, she must subtract that amount of time from the other two events as well.  Absences from Invite Round or Preference Round must be reported to the Recruitment Chair and Rho Gamma in advance so that each fraternity may be informed.  Please email greek.recruitment@gmail.com with absence excuses and any questions you may have!

Withdrawing from Recruitment

If a PNM decides not to continue with recruitment, she may do so at any time.  A brief form must be filled out by the PNM to make the withdrawal complete.  A Rho Gamma will be stationed at Au Bon Pain at all times during all events with these forms.  This is for our records and to get feedback from you for future years’ improvement!

Membership Recruitment Rules and Guidelines for Potential Members

Purpose: Membership is based on the National Panhellenic Conference (NPC) concept of mutual selection.  Each PNM has an equal opportunity to meet members of each fraternity and each fraternity has an equal opportunity to meet each PNM. Recruitment Guides – Rho Gammas


Each potential new member (PNM) will be assigned a Rho Gamma during recruitment.  The purpose of the Rho Gamma is to inform and guide PNMs.  Rho Gammas are juniors and seniors who have disaffiliated from their fraternities during recruitment to serve as neutral advisors and guides from event to event and to promote the best interests of each PNM.  Rho Gammas are an invaluable resource for PNMs!  They are here to help you!

1.  A woman is eligible to participate in membership recruitment if she is a regularly matriculated student at Harvard College.


2.  A woman shall not be, or ever have been, an initiated member of an NPC group.


3.  A woman is ineligible for membership recruitment if she has been a new member of an NPC fraternity on this campus within the same calendar year.


4.  A woman shall attend orientation and all parties to which she has accepted invitations.  In the event of illness or other emergency, she shall notify the Panhellenic Recruitment Chair and/or her recruitment guide (Rho Gamma) if she cannot attend.


5.  A woman must provide her own transportation to and from formal membership recruitment events.  The $5 registration fee covers your transportation to Invitation Round events, name tags, etc.


6.  A woman shall consult her membership recruitment guide (Rho Gamma) before withdrawing from membership recruitment.  In the event the woman feels she must withdraw from membership recruitment she shall go to the Panhellenic Recruitment Chair and/or Panhellenic President and sign an official withdrawal form.


7.  Panhellenic name tags will be provided for the potential members.


8.  From the beginning of orientation through the end of formal membership recruitment, no potential member may visit a





fraternity member’s apartment, room, or suite except to attend invitational events.


9.  No women’s fraternity member may buy anything for a potential member (meal, soft drink, etc.) and no potential member may buy anything for a women’s fraternity member during the formal membership recruitment period.


10.  A woman shall not give a promise, verbal or written, to join a certain fraternity before formal bids are issued through Panhellenic.


11.  A woman shall fill out the Membership Recruitment Acceptance immediately after the last event she attends.  Once a Membership Recruitment Acceptance has been signed, no change may be made.


12.  Any woman signing a Membership Recruitment Acceptance and receiving a bid at the end of membership recruitment shall be bound by the agreement for one calendar year at Harvard College.


13.  Strict silence is the period in which there will be no conversation or contact between women’s fraternity members and potential members.  This includes all references to fraternities, verbal, written, typed, or printed.  Strict silence is the period from the end of the woman’s last event until she reports to the fraternity from which she accepts a bid.


14.  A list of all membership financial responsibilities will be given to each potential member by each fraternity at the information event.
