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Participants of Balkan Green Network struggle against the globalisation and its tools like MAI (Multilateral Agreement of Investment) which tries to assimilate and melt the cultures, economies and multicolor specialities of Balkans in the pot of global capitalism.

Participants of Balkan Green Network oppose the nuclear energy and call the Turkish government to stop the nuclear power plant investment in Akkuyu, as well as to call the Bulgarian government to shut down the Kozloduy nuclear power plant which is the only operating one in the region.

Participants of Balkan Green Network oppose the gold mining and call the Turkish government to shut down the Bergama gold mine immediately; also call the European governments to stop the investments of Eurogold and similar multinational gold mining companies.

Participants of Balkan Green Network point out the hazards of the oil transportation via the Bosporus and call to control it strictly; also oppose the alternative transportation ways like pipe lines which are the tools of American and European imperialism in the region.
