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I am open to an evolution of ideas and practices concerning teachings methods and practices. My willingness to experiment with grading styles, writing and classroom assignments, and technological implementations has lead to fruitful teacher-research projects, all of which have only increased my awareness of student learning and my ability to aid them.
An instructor should place the students first. Using the erudite theoretical and pedagogical education one has obtained should be the foundation for aiding student learning, but this basis extends far beyond theory. Each student is unique and learns at a different level and pace, and this must be acknowledged and appreciated by an instructor; therefore, the ideal classroom leader has the ability to determine what method will best work to reach each individual student and use that method to impart the wisdom he or she possesses.
I am continuously learning and growing as an instructor. In my brief tenure in college-level teaching, four years, I have been rewarded with some acknowledgement of a job well done though, both from students and from deans and fellow colleagues. By being able to receive, analyze, and respond to this influx in a logical and expedient manner, an instructor would indicate successful critical thinking abilities. Having this ability is a necessity when hoping to pass this skill, along with the particular subject matter, to students. When a capable instructor is able to assess the needs and abilities of each student, and work with those abilities in a customized manner to aid in the student’s learning, an instructor will have successfully demonstrated both excellence and success in teaching.
I think working closely with other faculty, students, and the administration is critical to maintain a constant flow of communication concerning a number of issues: key content-information, student understanding, teaching practices, and college and governmental educational policies.
The ability to reach a student in a way that no one else has before is a very rewarding experience. I have worked with one student, a very reluctant, first-generation college student, in her first semester of college. She was timid and severely lacking in self-confidence. Recognizing her innate ability and intellect, I did everything I could to promote her involvement in the subject matter, the class, and the school. Although she only took one of my courses, she continued to come to me for guidance in both English and composition matters as well as general education concerns.  This particular student has since grown and matured within the setting of higher education, and in the process, has won numerous writing competitions. She later came to me, crediting me for the reason that she chose to stay at college beyond her first semester and as the inspiration for changing her major. She is now pursuing a career as an English instructor. 
Many of my fellow instructors are creative and innovative in their knowledge base and teaching practices, so the acknowledgement of my ability to effectively guide students is an extreme compliment. On numerous occasions, I have been thanked for my ability to go above and beyond the perceived requirements of the job in my desire to help students and reach them before they even think they need help. 

I have been employed at Kellogg Community College for that past four years. In that time, I have been working as both an adjunct English instructor as well as an English Paraprofessional in The Learning Place. Concurrently, for the past two years, I have been employed at Western Michigan University, also as an adjunct English instructor. 

I am a dedicated employee. With the exception of an unforeseeable circumstance, I will devote myself to the students and staff.

I have several duties in this position. One, I work one-on-one with students in primarily English, but other subjects as well, as a tutor. Secondly, I team teach Developmental English labs in the computer, which is a component of our center. Finally, I research and occasionally implement other tutoring practices and methodologies—sharing this newfound knowledge with my Paraprofessional colleagues—in a manner that would aid in our practices of student  instruction.
