Observation Activity
In order to gain some perspective and practice formulating an ethnography, you will select a subculture that can be observed on campus and write a one-page mini-ethnography, providing two to three points, or aspects, that you think define this subculture.  In order to gain the necessary information concerning your selected group, you may simply observe them (utilizing the cameras if the situation allows) or you may opt to engage members in conversation and even interview a few. Focus on providing some background information on this group (you may need to conduct traditional library research for this) before moving into your analysis of the group’s defining characteristics.
