Development

Writing presents interesting, detailed information that effectively advances or supports the focus. 

Organization
Writing is clearly organized through appropriate ordering of information, paragraphing, transitions, openers, and closers.

Style
Writing demonstrates attention to such stylistic details as surprise, imagery, clarity, conciseness, and sentence variety.

Language Conventions
Writing is close to error-free; that is, errors do not impede the reading. In addition, the writing reflects attention to processes of generating, revising, editing, and proofreading.
