HOW TO WRITE A REALLY BAD ESSAY

•Never state the point of your paper. Your purpose should remain your secret. Anyway, audiences love a good mystery. 

•To keep things lively, include several completely different ideas in each paragraph. 

•Begin, “In this paper I will write about…” 

•Never write anything original. After all, if it’s been said many times before, it must be right. 

•Never use the dictionary or run spell-check. If you’re close, no one will notice. 

•Use the biggest word possible. Why use confuse when you can use discombobulate? Use impressive French words rather than dull English ones. Readers will think you have savoir-faire. 

•Use lots of filler like “in today’s modern society.” You will seem intelligent.

•Only name persons or things you later refer to as he, she, they, or it once at the beginning of the paper. Your audience should be smart enough to keep track thereafter. 

•The longer the sentence, the better. If you can cram seven ideas into a sentence, do it. 

•Switch verb tenses often. It’s nice to start in the past, jump to the present, then take a nostalgic journey back into the past. 

•Commas are just weak full-stops, use them the same way. 

•Use plenty of exclamation points! Let your readers know you really mean it!!! 

•Never revise. First drafts are most natural and therefore best. 

•Accept that you cannot write, never will be able to write, and thus have nothing worth saying.
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
