Mid-Term Portfolio
The mid-term portfolio consists of your first two writing assignments, Narration and Ethnography. It is worth 10% of your class grade, so doing well on this could really help your grade. It is meant to be impressive and well-presented, and since I realize our versions of impressive and well-presented may vary, I’m going to give you my idea of what should be done. In addition, this will give you a really good indication of what the final portfolio will consist of. Your portfolio should include the following items:

~All drafts of both papers.

~At least seven pages of revised writing. (The rough drafts do not count toward this.)

~Organization-In your binder or folder the drafts and the final copies should be clearly separated. For example, if you’re using a folder, keep all rough drafts on the left side and all final copies on the right side.

~Clearly marked papers-Make it clear which of the two, if not both, of the papers have been revised since I have last seen them and you want me to look at. You don’t have to revise both, but you do have to make changes to at least one.  
~Highlight your revisions-In the final copies that I am looking at, highlight any and all changes you’ve made.
