Panel Presentation Assignment

Learning to use the constructs of MLA, or Modern Language Association, properly is one of those tedious yet necessary portions of English. 
The purpose of these panel presentations is to give you a hands-on experience with the MLA format. In order to present the ideas of the content you are handling, you must actually research some of this. Please make it fun! Well, as fun as you can anyway. You may not think it’s possible with this topic, but here are a few ideas to get you started. Will a game of celebrity jeopardy help you remember citations? Can a Friend’s character make quotations bearable? It’s worth a shot. 

Your group will focus on four specific points, and come presentation time, will sit or stand in front of the class as a panel and present for 15 minutes. You will be expected to present your material as a group in a fun and interesting way. Be prepared for a Q and A session from your classmates. 
Once everyone has chosen their topics, the other groups will be informed of the opposing groups’ topics so they can prepare at least one question for each panel that will be asked during the Q and A session. 

In addition to the presentation, each of you must submit a 2-page paper with the following information:

1. Brief summary of the topics you chose

2. What your particular contribution to the group involved (as in research, etc..)

3. An assessment of those who worked in your group
After groups have selected their topics, other groups will be informed of the opposing topics, so they can prepare a question.

You will be given ample time to work on this in class; however, this may require some additional time outside of our English walls. In order to allow you time to prepare a really fun and interesting presentation, these will not be due until Monday, October 24th and Wednesday, October 26th.  Your two-page paper will be due on the day of your presentation.
