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Project One:  Portfolio Packet Grading
Each project should be turned in with a packet of materials that include the following:

(The following documents are worth 15% of the total portfolio grade.)
1. All drafts of your project (you should have AT LEAST two (rough draft and final, but if you have multiple versions, please go ahead and include them) (2%)
2. Writing Auto-ethnography:   first week of class – your analysis of a genre you’ve written in during the past two years. (this is a “perfection” document) (2%)
3. Exercises in Classifying and Dividing and Comparing & Contrasting  (this is a draft document) (2%)
4. Project Proposal  (this is a “perfection” document) (2%)
5. Media Exercise (this is a draft document) (2%)
6. Genre History/timeline/mapping exercise (this is a draft document) (2%)
7. Author’s Notes (3%)
a. A discussion of your adaptation of the project to fit your selected genre, your ideas about media, your ideas about format, etc.  Remember that especially if your project doesn’t meet some of the project criteria (see Peer Review Sheet) you should explain your choices here

b. A bibliography with annotations of any sources that were particularly interesting, or which you used in interesting or specialized ways.

c. A summary of the review comments you received with notes on effectiveness of peer review and names of your reviewers.

d. A Work Hours Summary (explaining the work you did on the project and how much time it took)
