Writing Assignment #4-Proposal

Assignment
The most obvious motive for using this form of inquiry is because you care about something-perhaps avoiding procrastination, having a more obedient dog, reducing air pollution, helping non-native speakers transition more successfully to the university, or investigating hunger in southern Africa. There might be something in your personal life, your community, or world that you’d like to change. One of the great things about seeing through the framework of problem solving is that it can transform what once seemed like an intractable, frustrating difficulty into something that you can fix, resolve, or change for the better. It’s a way of finding hope as well as learning. You are to select a problem and propose possible solutions for this dilemma. To choose a problem, decide on a particular issue after reading one of the listed books or opt for one that occurs in the movie Crash.
How do I do this?
Once you have selected an issue, for example, socioeconomic status in To Kill a Mockingbird,  consider the following steps in order to propose a solution, or solutions and also, to successfully complete the paper assignment. 
-Address both the problem and the solution.

-Emphasize a solution from the premise that there is an agreement on the problem.

-Include outside perspectives on the problem or solution.

-Consider examples of visual rhetoric when describing a solution.

-Justify your solution.

More information concerning this is provided on page 244 in The Curious Writer. When considering your audience for this paper, you should assume this would include anyone who could be a possible opponent to your solution. To continue using the previously mentioned example, in To Kill a Mockingbird, Aunt Alexandra firmly believes in class distinctions and often disapproves of the charitable work her brother, Atticus, participates in. She also discourages Jem and Scout from associating with those who are not from “proper” families. So if you choose to propose a solution for socioeconomic status, picture presenting it to the Aunt Alexandra’s of the world. 
What am I supposed to Accomplish?
There are numerous academic situations that involve writing to solve problems. The case study approach, popular in business, medicine, and some social sciences, is essentially the presentation of a real-world problem for you to solve. But more importantly, learning to look around, recognize the problems, and formulate solutions is a key lesson, one that extends far beyond the walls of your university life. Whatever your motive-to explore, persuade, or learn-writing about problems and solutions is a way of making a difference in things as personal as procrastination or as worldly as African famine. It can be a way to take control over problems that seemed distant or intractable or simply inevitable, and hope is always a good thing.
