Writing Assignment #1: Narration- Choose Your Own Adventure

Everyone remembers books from their childhood. While kids today will look back and remember the Harry Potter books, it wasn’t too long ago that “Choose Your Own Adventure” books were a favorite of beginning readers. A successful paper will tell the story/events leading up to the event in question. The reader doesn’t know all about your life, so you need to provide your audience with enough information for them to understand why/how this moment is important and how it has affected your life up until now. Then, you need to specify how you would change the events and illustrate how you think your life would be different in an engaging manner. This paper should provide the reader with insight into your life and you as a person. Keep the following sequence in your mind as you write your paper:
