Hyphen-use this to join two or more words working together to communicate one concept

Marilyn Monroe was never considered one of the high-and-mighty actresses of her time. 

Dashes-use these to set off remarks that interrupt the flow of a sentence

Marilyn Monroe’s real name-Norma Jean Baker-became more familiar to the public with the popularity of Elton John’s song “Candle in the Wind.”

Parentheses-also used to set off information that interrupts the flow of the sentence


Marilyn Monroe (1926-1962) lived a very short life.

Chapter 25-Arguing a Position
An argument is an exchange of ideas in which two sides attempt to persuade each other. To argue when writing is to give reasons for supporting a stance or position. The point of writing an argument is not necessarily to convince someone of your point, but rather to provide them with enough information so they can “see” your side and where you are coming from. While you can include information about the opposing perspective, use it to weaken that point, and the main focus should be on one perspective or argument.
